Advise the President of correct parliamentary procedures.

Determine if a Quorum is present.

To serve as an advocate for the minority for any issue being addressed by the Student

Body or Executive Board.

To attend all meetings of the Executive Board.

e Act as a liaison to Student Clubs, including reminders about Senate attendance and
Club reports.

e Perform other duties as assigned by the President and/or Executive Board.

COMPENSATION:

e Executive Board members will receive a monthly stipend of $200.00 as per the following
schedule: August-May.

e Stipends will be paid once per Month (August-May) based on the Hennepin Technical
College payroll schedule listed on the Human Resources web page.

e Monthly stipend payments will be based on attendance and performance of the duties of
the elected person.

e The Advisor will approve the payment of the stipend each month.

e The monthly stipend will be allocated from the Student Senate budget.
