 Some donor-directed scholarships 

require additional information 

including answering short questions 

and providing a reference

 If you are eligible for any of these 

donor directed scholarships, you 

will see “Follow-ups” for those 

specific scholarships

 These “Follow-ups” will be different 

for each applicant

Endowment Scholarship

 Short-answer (up to 500 words): “what 

life experiences have influenced your 

decision to study nursing?”

 Recommendation Request

 Send a request to a counselor, 

teacher/instructor or other individual who 

knows you well (no relatives)

 You need to provide their first and last 

name and email address

 You may also type a personal message to 

the recipient
