Last year the list snowballed to over one hundred items and contained
requests for an enormous variety of goods from the usual to the specific to the
mysterious, and grew more eccentric as we e-mailed back and forth... Still, everything
you need to know about our family feast is revealed in the first and last items on a list
that starts with “bangs” and ends with “gizzards.’
